Student Investigation Sheets, Computer & Printer Availability, Internet Access, Digital Camera (to be used at NAIAS), and  Duo Tang Folder or hard surface to write on (to be used at NAIAS).





Teacher lead examination of the various sections of the Student Investigation Sheet.

   Page One:

Company Section, make sure that the student gets the representative’s name and email address. The student will need it for one of the Post Lesson Plans.

Occupation’s Responsibilities Section, hopefully the student will get a snapshot of what a person in this occupation does.

Requirements Section, the student should obtain the name of certification or degree and experience that is necessary for this occupation.  At the end of this sheet, the student can use the degree information when talking with a post secondary institution.

Work Place Section, using the rating scale, the company representative can prioritize the Work Place Abilities for the student.   The Comment section is available for any further explanation of those abilities
   Page Two:
Other Job Experiences Section, perhaps the representative could share some part-time jobs that would be helpful in preparing for this occupation.

Training Opportunities Section, is designed to help the students realize that education continues after graduation and can be provided by company training sessions.

Career Ladder Section, you can explain what a career ladder is and then the students can learn if the company offers a formal or informal career ladder.

Beginning Salary Range Section, helps the students get a better perspective of earnings.  Remind them that this is a question that would be asked at the end of a job interview.

Benefits Section, helps the students get a better perspective of benefits and how they may be changing.   Remind them that this is a question that would be asked at the end of a job interview. 

Words of Advice Section, is for any special advice or comments made by the company.

Post Secondary Section, is included so that the students can visit the post secondary institutions that are located on the show floor and discover what certifications or degrees that are offered to help prepare them for the occupation.

   Team Work:

Students should reform their teams.  Each team should decide what questions each member will ask.  To prepare the students for using the Student Investigation Sheet, each team should use Career Cruising or other software to complete two Student Investigation Sheets for two of the five occupations that they identified in Pre-Lesson One.  Those two completed sheets will be used in Post-Lesson Plan One/Two.
Suggest to the students that they take digital cameras so that they can take  pictures of individuals that they are speaking with and/or items those individuals may be using in the sharing of career information.  These pictures could be used in their report in Post Lesson Plan Three.
