ASSIGNMENT:


The following items should be discussed with the students:





Since they will be interviewing company representatives, what would be considered appropriate apparel?





All students should be at “X” location at (time).  The bus or other mode of transportation will be leaving at (time).





Arrival at Cobo Hall will be at approximately (time) and students will be entering Cobo Hall Atwater Street entrance.  Detroit Police will be directing the bus at this point.  A bus greeter will enter the bus, assign it a number and welcome and give any last minute instructions to the students.

ASSIGNMENT (CONTINUED):





Once in Cobo, students will take the ramps at either side to the second floor.  At that point the teacher registers the group at the Registration Table outside of the food court.


As a group, the students and teacher will enter the show floor.





Throughout the day, students will have the opportunity to take expert led show floor tours and attend several presentations.





Students will eat lunch at (you assign time and location). The food court is now located in the Riverview Ballroom.





All students must be back to the Food Court at (you assign time).





After all students are accounted for, the teacher will go to the Check-Out Table (located at registration) so that the school’s bus can be called to pick up the students.  Detroit Police will be directing the bus at this time.  All departures will take place at the Atwater entrance.
